As you prepare to attend the USA Jalsa Salana this year, 
please remind sisters of the importance of Jalsa Salana in 
your meetings. Please take time in all of your meetings to 
practice the following advice. I would like to humbly 
remind sisters of the following: 
 
r Jalsa Salana is no ordinary gathering. While it 

provides an agreeable opportunity to meet and greet 
dear ones, make new friends or renew old 
acquaintances: Let us not forget its real purpose. 
Which, in the words of the Promised Messiahas

, is to 
ñenable every sincere individual to personally 
experience religious benefits.ò 

r Thus in order to attain these benefits, the most 
important item we can pack up for Jalsa should be 
ñlabaas e taqwaò or óapparel of righteousnessô. When 
we are attired in this fashion, only then will are able to 
truly benefit from attending Jalsa. 

r Children should be educated about the concept of 
Jalsa at homes & during Nasirat classes. They should 
not consider this a worldly event, and should be 
informed about the purpose and the sanctity attached 
to Jalsa Salana. 

r Please practice maintaining prayerful silence in Lajna 
meetings. When we practice silence together while 
engaged in remembrance of Allah, the silence 
becomes a powerful presence that no one wishes to 
break. It provides intense satisfaction, unity, and 
means of acceptance of prayer.  

r To derive maximum benefit out of the program we 
should listen to the speeches attentively. Do not 
engage in conversation causing disturbance to 
others. 

r Cell phones should be switched off, or put on 
vibration mode during Jummah and the Jalsa 
sessions. 

r During the proceedings of the Jalsa please remain 
seated. 

r When you arrive at Jalsa and you hear the Adhan for 
Jummah, save your greetings for later. Please walk 
quietly in to the seating/Salat area and engage in 
remembrance of Allah/prayer. 

r Remember Khutba is part of the Salat. Please 
practice silence during Khutba. 

r Stand shoulder-to-shoulder with your heels on the 
line, leaving no gaps to make your rows straight for 
Salat.  

r Cover your heads completely with your scarf so that 
your hair is fully covered and remains secure during 

the duration of Salat.  
r Short sleeves, transparent/see-through clothing or net 

dupattas and capri pants are not acceptable attire for 
Salat.  Not only is this un-Islamic and disrespectful, it 
is also a poor example for the children, teenagers, 
new members and guests.  

r If your prayer is completed, wait silently for those who 
are still praying. Please stay seated and silently 
engage in Tasbeeh or remembrance of Allah until 
everyone else around you has finished Salat.  

r Ladies not performing Salat should go to designated 
area and maintain silence. 

r Greet everyone with a smile and ñAssalamo alaikumò 
whether you know them or not. 

r If you arrive late, please be seated in the back rows to 
avoid disturbing the proceedings. 

r Please keep your children with you and train them to 
be silent and attentive 

r Food should be taken in a dignified manner and with 
patience. 

r Food from the ñLungarò of Promised Messiahas should 
not be wasted. Take only what you can consume and 
come back for more if needed. 

r Ask for a smaller portion for children or share your 
food with them. 

r Eat your meals inside the dining hall and during the 
allotted times. There will be no food allowed into the 
Lajna hall so that the space can remain clean for 
prayers. 

r In the light of the Hadith ñcleanliness is half of faithò, 
help keep the Jalsa site clean. 

r Keep a plastic bag with you to collect your trash. Pick 
up any trash you see lying around.  Use the 
containers provided throughout the Jalsa site for any 
garbage. 

r Treat the bathrooms as you would your own; clean up 
any area you have used. Throw waste into 
appropriate containers. 

r Do not linger in bathrooms to chat while the program 
is going on. 

r Please guard your modesty when you leave the Jalsa 
Gah. Observe at least the minimum Islamic Purdah of 
headscarf and loose coat.
